Pig Calling Rules

This contest is open to ages 5 years and up.

There is two age groups youth (5yrs to 16yrs) and adult (17yrs and older).
There will be a time limit between 30 seconds to no more than 1 minute.
Each person will be judged on loudness, creativity, and audience excitement.

The contestant should aim to mimic a hog's call, but the exact type of call may vary. For example, some
might call out "SO00-0-oeeyyy", with the s sound perhaps coming from 'sow', and others "Who-o-eyyy".
The use of props and costumes are not discouraged, have fun with it. Microphones will not be used to
aid in your pig calling.

To Enter the Pig Calling contest

Bring your voices to the Pavilion Friday, July 25, 2025.
Registration will be from 4:15pm to 4:45pm for the different age groups with competition starting at
S5pm.

Criteria for PIG CALLING

Each contestant will be judge according to the following
1) Time Limit (Between 30 seconds and 1 minute) (5 points for meeting the time frame)
2) Judged on Creativity (10 points)
3) Loudness (10 points)
4) Audience Excitement (10 points)

Each judge will assign a numerical value to each of the criteria categories, without consultation with the
other judges.

The contestant with the highest score will be the winner. The Pig Calling Committee will tally the judging
sheets.

In case of a tie, the judges will converse and then ask question to the contestants about pigs.

The decision of the judges is final.

Winners will be announced shortly after the contest.
